Discussion/Action: Council Member Williams stated the Driving a Strong Economy
Committee approved the recommendations brought forth by Staff. Council Member
Williams moved approval of the Staff recommendation. Council Member LeZotte
seconded the motion. Council Member LeZotte expressed concern regarding Page 2,
Free-Standing Signs, Item 1, which is the change from the threshold for free-standing
signs with the street frontage of 100 feet to 85 feet. She stated the public has not asked to
have this item changed, and asked her colleagues’ support to defer this particular issue
until there is a request from local businesses. She expressed concern for this particular
issue as it relates to Winchester, Saratoga, and Stevens Creek because of the numerous
billboards in close proximity of each other, and allowing for the potential of blight. She
requested Staff move forward with the other items, except this particular issue, to return
to Council at a later date. Council Member Williams accepted Council Member LeZotte’s
amendment to the motion. Director of Planning, Building and Code Enforcement Stephen
Haase replied Staff would review what types of requests are being received for these
slightly smaller properties to verify if there is some demand from the business
community.

Council Member Reed suggested Staff should proactively determine whether there is a
market for this issue, rather than say no, as this is a chance for the smaller businesses to
have a free-standing sign. Director of Planning, Building and Code Enforcement Stephen
Haase replied there are other properties in the City but the question was just to respond
directly to Council Member LeZotte for that particular part of her district. He stated there
will be other commercial streets that will have any number of properties that could take
advantage of this, and stated Staff will continue outreach with the sign industry and the
Chamber of Commerce to see if there is some interest.

Mayor Pro Tempore Chavez recalled the extensive changes to the sign ordinances a few
months earlier when Council had requested a report back from Staff, asked when did
Staff anticipate bringing forward that formal report. Director of Planning, Building and
Code Enforcement Stephen Haase replied Staff would have to follow up on that report,
and to return to Council. Mayor Pro Tempore Chavez stated it might be a good idea to
move with the direction that her colleagues are asking as it relates to the changes from
today but also to do outreach in regard to the impacts the ordinance changes already have
had, in terms of what requests Staff is receiving. On a call for the question, the motion
carried unanimously, and Ordinance No. 27034, entitled: “An Ordinance of the City of
San José Amending Section 23.02.1010 of Chapter 23.02 and Sections 23.04.020,
23.04.030, and 23.04.040 of Chapter 23.04, All of Title 23 of the San José Municipal
Code Streamline Signage Regulations in Industrial and Commercial Zoning Districts”,
was passed for publication, with Item 1, Free-Standing Signs, to eliminate the reference
to 85 feet, and Staff to report back to Driving a Strong Economy Committee within 9
months regarding the need for this regulation. Vote: 7-0-4-0. Absent: Campos, Cortese,
Dando; Gonzales.

Discussion/Action: Mayor Pro Tempore Chavez called for Public Testimony. William
Garbett spoke in opposition of the issue. Acting Fire Chief Dale Foster stated there is a
new frequency in the Fire Department that the Police, Fire, and Emergency Medical
Services can turn to, and talk simultaneously. He stated it is a great improvement to day-
to-day operations from a communications standpoint, to delivering service, and
improving capabilities if there were to be a significant natural disaster or a terrorist event.
Council Member Williams asked if this eliminates the need for the dispatcher to sit with a
map in front of them in order to locate positions, and what the new system entails.
Supervisor of Public Safety Dispatch James Seymour replied the Mobile Data Computers
(MDC) are a part of an overall project to upgrade the computer aided dispatch system.
Supervisor Seymour stated the new system is a map base system, and the Police
Department is upgrading MDCs in all police vehicles, and the Fire Department is adding
MDCs to all Fire Department vehicles. He stated the major advance is that all the
departments will have Automated Vehicle Location (AVL), and will be able to
recommend the closest fire engine. He stated there is also a road closure module that
enables the dispatchers to close down roads, and route vehicles around, as they receive
the information. Upon motion by Council Member Yeager, seconded by Council Member
Reed, and carried unanimously, the award to purchase an additional quantity of 85
Mobile Data Computers for a total cost of $457,814 was approved and the Director of
General Services was authorized to execute the purchase order. Vote: 7-0-4-0. Absent:
Campos, Cortese, Dando; Gonzales.

The Redevelopment Agency Board convened at 2:24 p.m. to consider items 10.1 and
10.2 in a Joint Session.

Acceptance of the quarterly report on the Citywide Capital Improvement Program
(CIP) including park, library, and public safety bond projects and Strong
Neighborhoods Initiative (SNI) Projects. CEQA: Not a Project. (City Manager’s
Office/Redevelopment Agency)

Documents Filed: (1) The Quarterly Status Report, Citywide Capital including the Park,
Library, Public Safety Bond and Strong Neighborhood Initiative Projects, dated
December 9, 2003. (2) Staff Slide Presentation of the Citywide CIP Status Report.

Discussion/Action: Deputy City Manager Terry Roberts gave a slide presentation of the
Citywide Capital Improvement Program. Council Member Gregory stated earlier this
year he asked for the projects to be broken down by Districts in order to be able to track
them easier, and noticed the Project Records on Page 8 through Page 16 were broken
down by District, and asked if Staff would facilitate the same strategy for the categories
in Figure 4.4 through 4.9. Council Member Gregory asked what is the criteria Staff uses
to determine which projects on Page 17 will be deferred, and is Staff returning with
recommendations or criteria. Deputy City Manager Terry Roberts replied Staff will return
with recommended criteria, and at the appropriate point, would apply the criteria to the
projects. He stated as Staff moves into the budget process, early feedback will be
forthcoming on these issues. Council Member Gregory stated that the Sports Complex,
Shady Oaks and Singleton are bonds projects and as far as the Office of Economic
Management is concerned, and in discussions with Parks Recreation and Neighborhood
Services, Staff is looking at developing facilities that are complete cost recovery, and if
that is the case, asked why is Staff pushing these projects out. Deputy City Manager
Terry Roberts replied that further study needs to be done on this but if it were clearly a
full cost recovery strategy, it certainly would not have as great an impact or concern in
the budget process. Council Member Gregory stated he is aware that there are studies
ongoing now, and asked if that information would be included into this criteria when
Staff returns with recommendations, and Deputy City Manager Terry Roberts replied yes.

Council Member Gregory stated in regard to Page 3 of the Summary of 2004 - 2008
Capital Improvement Projects, the annual program number as per the last report was 163,
and currently it is 174, but there is no indication of what new programs have been added.
Deputy City Manager Terry Roberts replied the programs change from year to year, and
Staff has added several different programs in the Aviation Department this year, and a list
of those programs will be provided to Council. Council Member Gregory stated the last
time he saw this report, Bellevue Park and Towers Lane were shown as on hold, and
there was a commitment to update those, because Towers Lane was already funded, but
he noted that Bellevue Park is still pending. Deputy City Manager Terry Roberts replied
Bellevue Park is on the scheduled pending list relating to Parks Recreation and
Neighborhood Services, and the schedules will be available after their joint monthly
meeting tomorrow, and Staff will be forwarding a schedule for those projects. Upon
motion by Council Member Gregory, seconded by Council Member Williams, and
carried unanimously, the Citywide Capital Improvement Program including Park,
Library, Public Safety Bond and Strong Neighborhood Initiative Projects, was accepted.

She
stated support of the issue of transferring the limited portion of the Agency’s processing
permit applications to the Director of Planning, but expressed concern about the merging
of the two Agencies, the entrepreneurial spirit of the Agency versus the Regulatory spirit
of the City, and stated opposition to the entities becoming completely merged. Mayor Pro
Tempore Chavez replied according to the report, if this issue is moved forward today,
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it will become final in January 2004, and asked for the City Manager and the Interim
Director of RDA to return with a report back at that final time on how the staffing is
going to work. Upon motion by Council Member Yeager, seconded by Council Member
LeZotte, and unanimously carried, Ordinance No. 27035, entitled: “An Ordinance of the
