Public Comments: Steven Weil, Kyra Hubis, Mary Ann Evans, Clara Rodrigues, David
James, Yvonne James, Arthur Woodward, Marcia Woodward, Bud Spadafore, Jackson
Wood, Sally Ravel, and C. Haywood spoke in support of the proposed actions to mitigate
the Coyotes presence in the Villas of Almaden.

June Ferrero, Craig K. Breon, and Mary Huber spoke in opposition to the proposed
actions to mitigate the Coyotes in the Villas of Almaden.

Van Langston asked Council to seriously consider decisions that will impact the
community

Discussion: Vice Mayor Dando stressed the importance of the proposed issue and
requested Council’s support in helping the Villas of Almaden residents to remain safe
from possible coyote attacks. She stated she has received a number of complaints
regarding coyotes becoming more aggressive in nature towards the residents and they
have expressed their fear of possible attacks. She listed the number of steps the current
residents are taking to deter coyotes and asked Council to approve the few traps
suggested in her memorandum to remove the local coyote dens, she added that the local
Agency of Fish and Game as well as a consulting biologist concur with the
recommendation.

Council Member Chavez commented on her support of the proposed action and stressed
her concerns about the coyotes becoming humanized. She suggested that staff meet with
an Advisory group consisting of representatives from the Villas of Almaden
Neighborhood Association, Wildlife Center of Santa Clara Valley, and other wildlife
support groups to develop, implement, and monitor strategies to deter the return of
coyotes.

In response to question from Council Member Yeager , Deputy Director Cicirelli
provided additional information about snares and trapping.

Council Member Reed stated he would support the motion given the support of the
Department of Fish and Wildlife.

Council Member Williams stated he would not be supporting the motion, and stressed the
importance of finding alternate methods of controlling the coyotes.

Council Member Cortese requested the City Attorney to expand the definition of “Wild
Game”, consistent with State law and stated he would be supporting the motion.

Council Member Gregory stated he would not be supporting the motion due to staff’s
belief that there is still an opportunity to utilize alternative methods of controlling the
coyotes.

Council Member Campos stated she still had concerns as to what alternate methods had
been used to control the coyotes, rather than the obvious action of putting them to death.
She stated the decision was a difficult one and she was still undecided.

Council Member LeZotte stressed concerns regarding bringing the proposed actions to
Council again, considering the previous urgency ordinance had failed. City Attorney
Richard Doyle stated the proposed recommendation was different in context and the
proposed ordinance was not the same as the one failed, therefore it was appropriate to be
heard by Council once again. Council Member LeZotte stated she would not be
supporting the motion due to the alternate actions not being utilized and she did not agree
with the proposal to trap and euthanize the coyotes.

Vice Mayor Dando reiterated the importance of addressing the health and welfare of the
community and asked for support in helping the residents deal effectively with the
aggressive coyotes. She stated the residents were fearful and concerned for the welfare of
children. She argues that if actions weren’t taken immediately, there would be further risk
of coyote attacks and possible harm to residents.

Action: The report was received and Ordinance No. 27273, entitled: “An Ordinance of
the City of San José Amending Title 7 of the San José Municipal Code to Add a New
Chapter 7.11 to Ban the Feeding of Wild Animals”, was passed for publication.

Vice Mayor Dando moved approval of Items 1 through 4 of her memorandum, dated
October 25, 2004, seconded by Council Member Chavez with direction to staff to ensure
they regularly meet with the Advisory group consisting of a representative of the Villas
of Almaden Neighborhood Association and a representative of the Wildlife Center of
Santa Clara Valley, as well as other wildlife support groups to ensure guidelines are
being met and for this group to meet regularly. (7-4). The Motion failed. Noes: Campos,
Gregory, LeZotte, Williams.
