PROPOSED ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 20, THE ZONING CODE, PERTAINING TO PROVISIONS TO ALLOW BUILDING ADDITIONS OF LESS THAN 500 SQUARE FEET WITH A PERMIT ADJUSTMENT AND TO MODIFY THE PARKING REQUIREMENTS FOR SHOPPING CENTERS OVER 100,000 SQUARE FEET IN SIZE

RECOMMENDATION

The Planning Commission voted 6-0-1 (Commissioner Zito absent) to recommend that the City Council adopt the proposed ordinance amending Chapters 20.100 and 20.90 of Title 20 to allow building additions of less than 500 square feet with a permit adjustment and to modify the parking requirements for shopping centers over 100,000 square feet in size.

BACKGROUND

On January 28, 2004, the Planning Commission held a public hearing to consider the proposed streamlining ordinance to allow building additions of less than 500 square feet with a permit adjustment and to modify the parking requirements for shopping centers over 100,000 square feet in size.  The Planning staff recommended approval of the proposed ordinance, as outlined in the attached staff report.  There was no one from the public present to speak on the proposed ordinance. There were no Commission comments on the proposed ordinance.

PUBLIC OUTREACH

On January 21, 2004, public hearing notices were mailed to neighborhood associations, and other interested parties, including members of the industrial and commercial development community.  The outreach notice included a description of the proposal and meeting date and times to express concerns they might have.  As standard practice, staff also posted the staff report as well as the hearing dates on the Department’s website.  A public hearing notice was published in the Post Record.  
COORDINATION

Preparation of the proposed ordinance has been coordinated with the City Attorney’s Office.
CEQA

The proposed ordinance, PP04-01-006, was found exempt from CEQA per Section 15061(b)(3).
