RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the City Council adopt the following Appropriation Ordinance and Funding Source Resolutions amendments in the General Fund:

1. Increase the Library Grants appropriation by $82,177

2. Increase the estimate for Revenue from the State of California by $82,177

BACKGROUND

The City of San José has received two grants approved by the State of California in the amount of $82,177.  This first grant is the California Library Services Act allocation of $71,665 and will be used to support the following programs; Adult Literacy Service, Families for Literacy (FFL), and English Language Literacy Intensive (ELLI).  These programs are designed to introduce adult learners/caregivers and their families to the value and joy of reading as a family, and to enable the adults to better provide for the emerging literacy needs of their children. 

The second grant in the amount of $10,512 is from the State of California Library Services and Technology Act for the Public Library Staff Education Program.  The goal of the program is to increase the number of librarians available who will serve children, young adults, geographically isolated populations and diverse communities.  The funds will partially reimburse tuition expenses for six Library Department Employees who are furthering their professional education in the field of Library and Information Science.
