RECOMMENDATION
Adoption of a Resolution granting a Temporary Construction Easement (TCE) to the Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD) over a portion of Mayfair Park for the purpose of widening and improving the existing flood control channel and parkland improvements, and delegating authority to the Director of General Services to execute all documents necessary to complete transfer of the Easements.  Three permanent easements are also included for Flood Control over street rights-of-way, which do not impact the park.

BACKGROUND 

For approximately twenty-five (25) years the City and the SCVWD have shared use of the floodway channel running through Mayfair Park.  The new Temporary Construction Easement Deed will allow the SCVWD to use 1.48 acres of Mayfair Park for channel and park improvements.  The flood control project is planned for construction in summer, 2004, with an expected completion date in the summer of 2006.   This Temporary Construction Easement will expire without further action three (3) years from its date of recordation with the County of Santa Clara.

ANALYSIS

The City and the SCVWD have shared use in the floodway area in Mayfair Park.  The SCVWD is implementing flood protection improvements to reduce flooding all along Lower Silver Creek from Coyote Creek to I-680.   As part of the SCVWD’s Lower Silver Creek Reach 3 Flood Protection and Creek Restoration Project – Phase II (Lausett Avenue to I-680), the SCVWD needs a temporary construction easement in Mayfair Park to complete the preferred construction project. 

Flood control easements for Shortridge, Lausett, and Kammerer Avenues will allow the District to widen the creek into streets right-of-way.

PUBLIC OUTREACH
The current plans for Mayfair Park have been developed in conjunction with the City’s Parks, Recreation and Neighborhood Services Department and the community.

COORDINATION
The Temporary Construction Easement and the 3 flood control easements over city streets have been approved as to form by the City Attorney’s Office.  This memorandum has been coordinated with the Parks, Recreation and Neighborhood Services Department and the City Manager’s Budget Office.
COST IMPLICATIONS
The subject easements are being granted to the SCVWD at no cost to the City, other than staff time for completion of documents.  The project improves flood protection for the park, both to the benefit of the local citizens and the community at large.  This project is consistent with the Council approved Budget Strategy under General Principle Item 4 “We must continue to emphasize prevention and expenditures that reduce costs to the City and our community”.
