The purpose of this memorandum is to inform the City Council of a minor change to the Public Works Department staff report relating to the above-referenced agenda Item.  The “Recommendations” section of the 1/28/04 report to Council states that Council will be asked to approve of two resolutions.  However, because the Public Works Department has received valid waivers of the process and timing of the special election from all property owners in the annexation area, the proposed Resolution entitled “Resolution submitting the levy of a special tax and calling for a special election” is no longer necessary for Council adoption.  Item 4.3 on the 2/17/04 Agenda has been changed accordingly.  As a result, the Council will only be asked to take the actions specified on the Agenda, which are:

(a)
Adoption of the Resolution declaring the results of the special election and, contingent upon two-thirds qualified voter approval, determining that Annexation Area No. 1 is annexed to CFD No. 8, and directing the recording of a notice of special tax lien;  and 

(b)
Adoption of the Ordinance, to take effect immediately, levying special taxes within Annexation Area No. 1 to CFD No. 8.
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
