RECOMMENDATION

Approval of an agreement with the San Jose Water Company for installation of water facilities to
serve the new Rose Garden Branch Library Project, for the period September 7, 2004 to
September 30,2005 in the amountof $118,329.
CEQA: Negative Declaration, PP H02-065.

BACKGROUND

Based on the Branch Facility Master Plan approved by Council in September 2000 and the voter-
approved Libraries Bond in November 2000, the Rose Garden Branch Library is the fifth library
to be constructed under the mentioned plan. The site is located at the comer of Dana and Naglee
Avenues.

Design of the new branch was completed in July 2003. The construction contract was awarded
to Robert A. BothmanInc. on December 16, 2003 and construction began the same month.

ANALYSIS

New water services must be installed by the San Jose Water Company to serve the new library.
This agreement is for the preparation of the engineering plans, street trenching and installation of
the appropriate pipes, connections and other equipment required for this project. Library and
Public Works staff believe $118,329 is a reasonable fee for this work.
