Background

last year in Santee-Franklin McKinley Children’s 
Zone.

• It is also similar to TEU’s “School and 
Neighborhood Enforcement” plan.

• The idea is to give focused enforcement to a 
problem area for 30 days, and to rotate this effort 
throughout the city based on a number of factors.

• Two of the four Metro teams are committed 
to the area of focus for 30 days.

• Enforcement Zones:  Washington School & Santee

– Arrest Stats
• 38 arrests in Impact area
• 64 arrests outside Impact Area

– 102 total arrests.
