DEFERRED FROM FEBRUARY 28, 2007

Documemts Filed: Memorandum from City Manager Les White and City
Attorney Rick Doyle dated February 23, 2007 recommending: a) acceptance of
the response to the Report of the Government Reforms & Ethics Subcommittee of
the Mayor’s Transition Committee; and b) provide direction on the recommended
methodology to implement a pilot program for cost benefit analyses for projects,
activities, and events seeking public funding.

Dicsussion: Mayor Reed suggested taking each recommendation one by one to
identify those recommendations already in process, already acted on or already
completed to discuss what is actually pending. City Attorney Doyle will return to
the Rules and Open Government Committee on March 14, 2007 with
supplemental information on Lobbyist Reform recommendations 1, 3, and 6.
Vice Mayor Cortese requested staff create a matrix including timelines of which
reforms and recommendations were referred where and when they might be
coming back.
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Regarding additional reforms, Chief Development Officer Paul Krutko spoke
about a cost-benefit analysis model that could be functional without seeking a
consultant on every analysis. He mentioned that there has been discussion by the
Sunshine Reform Task Force in how to augment this and believes that a pilot
program to test this approach could be implemented. Dan McFadden said that
this is coming back to the Sunshine Reform Task Force on April 5, 2007 and a
recommendation will come forward to Council as part of the first phase of the
ordinance.

Public Comments: Ed Rast speaking for the Willow Glen Neighoborhood
Association; Jean Cohen, Director of Development and Communications at
Sacred Heart Community Service; John Freeman, Luthern Pastor; Donna Fruda,
member of PACT and Bob Brownstein, representing Working Partnerships, spoke
regarding proposed changes to the Lobbyist Ordinance.

Ed Rast, Chair of the Sunshine Reform Task Force, and Bob Brownstein, Task
Force Member reported that the Task Force would appreciate the opportunity to
provide input to the Council on the cost-benefit analysis model proposed by staff.

Action: The Committee took the following actions:

Lobbyist Reforms

Recommendations 1, 3, 6 - deferred for one week.

Recommendation 2 - change to a 2 year standard and move forward to the full
Council.

Recommendation 4 - already in the process, no further action needed.
Recommendation 5 - referred to both the City Attorney and the City Clerk.
Recommendation 7 - dropped.

Campaign Finance Reform Reed Reform #19 “Plug Loopholes...” will be kept on
the list and will not be referred to the Elections Commission.

Global View

Recommendation 1 - processed, as currently in motion with general plan.
Recommendation 2 - study session has been scheduled for March 29, 2007 and
staff will report back to the Rules and Open Government sometime in May.
Recommendations 3, 4, 5 - already in motion, no fruther action needed.

Additional Reforms
Recommendation 1 - in process, no further action needed.
Recommendation 3 - deferred until October.

3. Request to consider waiving the closed session privilege and the release of all
documents regarding recent negotiation with the San José Police Officer’s
Association and International Association of fire Fighters Local 230.

Action: The Committee deferred this item to March 14, 2007.
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Councilmember Chirco suggested the committee have a discussion on how to go
about placing a code of conduct for Public Speakers on the Council agenda as it
relates to the conduct expected at a Council meeting. City Manager Les White
said that this would be explored with the City Clerk and Police and General
Services Departments.
