Discussion: Housing Director Leslye Krutko provided a breakdown of the
fund components of Proposition 1C and summarized the guiding principles.
Committee members provided feedback and input. Vice Mayor Cortese asked
staff to converse with staff from ABAG (Association of Bay Area
Governments) about their position on Proposition IC implementation before
this issue goes to the full Council.
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Action: The Committee approved the guiding principles as amended to
include the Committee’s comments; directed the Adiministration to work
closely with the State Legislature and, further, to get clarification from ABAG
on their position.

Discussion: City Attorney Rick Doyle and Senior Deputy City Attorney Norm
Sato provided an overview of the draft revised Commission/Liaison Code of
Conduct Policy. The Committee provided feedback and suggestions for revisions
to provide greater clarity.

Action: The policy was referred back to the City Attorney’s Office for
amendements.

3. Response to the request for Council Action regarding Jeppeson International

Documents Filed: 1) Memorandum from City Attorney Rick Doyle dated

April 16, 2007 regarding Jeppeson International; 2) Memorandum from San José
Redevelopment Agency Executive Director Harry s. Mavrogenes dated April 13,
2007 regarding public funding for Jeppeson International; 3) Correspondence
from Terry McCaffrey, Area Coordinator for Amnesty International dated April 6,
2007 supporting the resolution passed by the San José Human Rights Commission
regarding Jeppeson International; and 4) Correspondence from Reverend Diana
Gibson, Reverend Margo Tenold, and Reverend Jerry Fox of Council of Churches
of Santa Clara County dated April 3, 2007 endorsing the resolution passed by the
San José Human Rights Commission;

Discussion: City Attorney Rick Doyle responded to Committee questions and
referenced Council Policy 0-11, which states, in part, the Council shall not act or
take a position on matters concerning foreign policy. City Attorney Rick Doyle
further stated that the Council did have the authority to investigate Jeppeson
International, the Federal government, and the Central Intellegence Agency.
Mayor Reed suggested that the issue was beyond the scope of the Committee,
that it be referred back to the Human Rights Commission.

Public Comment: Charlotte Casey, Betsy Wolf-Graves and Jeffrey Lake spoke in
favor of Council Action on the Human Rights Commission resolution.

Human Rights Commission Chair Lawrence Boesch stated that the Commission
did not consider Councilmember Liccardo’s question on the City’s ability to limit
Jeppeson’s ability to advertise at events sponsored by organizations other than the

City and requested that the Committee defer this item to allow the Human Rights
Commission to review the City Attorney’s memorandum and decide whether they
would respond to it or not.
