On June 19, 2001, the City Council approved a Donation Policy for surplus personal property.  That policy provides that when the Director of General Services determines that surplus property is eligible for donation or sale the Director will submit a list of the eligible equipment to the Rules Committee to receive recommendations for possible donation or sale.

The following surplus property is available for sale or donation to an eligible organization:

1994 Chevrolet Suburban utility vehicle



This vehicle has been removed from service and is not being recommended for retention because of its age and mechanical repairs required.

Staff has determined the resale value to be approximately $5,100.  Should the Council decide to donate, or sell at a lesser price, that potential revenue would not be realized.

As with all donations or sales of surplus property, the following terms as outlined in the Donation Policy shall apply:

a. Condition of property shall be “as is”

b. No delivery shall be provided

c. The transferee must assume all liabilities in writing

d. Property must be used for the sole use of the agency and not transferred or returned
