WHEREAS, the proposed Spartan Keyes Neighborhood Action Center at 570 Keyes 

Street would provide a public facility where residents can gather and access community 

services and would also provide work space for Strong Neighborhoods Initiative field 

staff (“Project”); and 

 

WHEREAS, Section 33445 of the California Health and Safety Code authorizes a 

redevelopment agency, with the consent of the legislative body, to pay for the costs of 

certain public improvements if the legislative body determines that:  1) the public 

improvements benefit the project area; 2) no other reasonable means of financing the 

improvements are available to the community, and 3) payment for the improvements will 

assist in the elimination of blight in the project area and is consistent with the 

implementation plan; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Project benefits the Strong Neighborhoods Initiative Redevelopment 

Project Area (“Project Area”) by providing the local community with a place for arts, 

learning, cultural and enrichment activities, gathering and socializing; and 

 

WHEREAS, no other reasonable means of financing the Project is available as the City 

has no funds currently budgeted or otherwise identified for such purposes, and no other 

source, public or private, has been identified to provide funds for such purposes; and 

 



RD:KDJ:CER  RES.
