WHEREAS, on May 12, 2009, the City Council of the City of San José (“City”) approved 

an amendment to the City’s 2008-2009 Consolidated Plan – Annual Action Plan for the 

acceptance of both the Homeless Prevention Rapid Re-housing Program and the 

Community Block Grant recovery program (“CDBG-R”); and 

 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 

Development (“HUD”) guidelines released on May 5, 2009, CDBG-R program funds 

must be directed to projects that utilize the funds for the preservation and creation of 

jobs while promoting economic recovery, assist those most impacted by the recession, 

provide investment needed to increase economic efficiency, investing in transportation, 

environmental protection, or other infrastructure that will provide long-term economic 

benefits, minimize or avoid reductions in essential services, or fostering energy 

independence; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City desires to use the CDBG-R funds for energy efficiency and green 

building improvements, storm drain improvements, economic development in green 

technology industries, and job training and employment assistance programs for 

homeless individuals, ex-offenders, and emancipated youth; and  

 

WHEREAS, in accordance with HUD guidelines, 50% of funds must be obligated within 

120 days of the signed grant agreement between the City and HUD and the City is 

proposing that the majority of the funds go toward community development 

improvement projects that can be quickly implemented; and  

 



RD:MDC:LJR  RES.

3. The Director of Housing is hereby authorized to negotiate and execute all non-

capital agreements and contracts not requiring CEQA/NEPA review and to 

negotiate all capital project agreements and contracts, including any 

amendments or modifications, and after CEQA/NEPA review and City Council 

project approval, to execute all documents for the expenditure of federal stimulus 

CDBG-R funds on behalf of the City, as more specifically set forth in the Director 

of Housing’s report dated May 19, 2009.
