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RECOMMENDATION

Approval of the first amendment to the consultant agreement with HMH Engineers for the
Edenvale Sanitary Sewer Supplement Phase V Project extending the term of the agreement from
December 31, 2007 to December 31, 2009 at no additional cost to the City.

OUTCOME

Council approval of an amendment to the agreement will allow HMH Engineers to complete the
design services associated with the Edenvale Sanitary Sewer Supplement Phase V Project.

BACKGROUND

The Monterey-Riverside Trunk Sewer currently serves portions of south San José and the North
Coyote Valley. This sewer system flows at full capacity and will not be able to accommodate
the anticipated sewage flows from the future development of the North Coyote Valley. The
objective of the Edenvale Sanitary Sewer Supplement Phase V (Edenvale Phase V) Project is to
provide increased flow capacity to the Monterey-Riverside basin by constructing a large
diameter relief sewer.

The Edenvale Phase V project will install approximately 4.6 miles of 54-inch and 48-inch
diameter sewer pipeline beginning at Montercy Highway/Blossom Hill Road and continuing
south along Monterey Road to reach the western portions of the Edenvale Business Park. The
southern reaches of the alignment will be constructed on Bernal Road and Santa Teresa
Boulevard, terminating near Tulare Hill where the system will connect to the 42-inch-Monterey-
Riverside Supplement sanitary sewer.

On June 24, 2003, Council approved an agreement with HMH Engineers to provide consultant
services for this project. The term of this agreement is {rom June 24, 2003 to December 31,
2007.
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Due to budget constraints during Fiscal Year 2005-2006, the Edenvale Phase V project was
separated into two phases, Phase VA and VB. City staff authorized additional services to HMH
Engineers to prepare separate construction documents for each phase.

ANALYSIS

The amended agreement extends the term of the agreement through December 31, 2009. This
extension will allow HMH Engineers to continue preparation of construction documents for both
the Edenvale Phase VA and VB projects. The time extension is required to compensate for the
additional time required to separate the project into two construction phases and to replace a non-
responsive sub-consultant on the HMH design team.

EVALUATION AND FOLLOW-UP

The amended agreement does not allow for any additional costs to the City, however, staff
anticipates a second Council approved amendment will be required for additional services related
to the replacement of the microtunnetling specialty design sub-consultant. Staff is currently in
negotiations with HMH Engineers for these services and expects to retumn a recommendation to
Council in February 2008.

POLICY ALTERNATIVES

Alternative #1: Perform the remaining design work with in-house resources.

Pros: Increased work options for current staff.

Cons: Project costs will increase and additional delays will likely occur due to the transition of
the project tasks from HMH Engineers to in-house staff.

Reason for not recommending: In-house staff will require significant time and training to gain
the expertise required for a project of this magnitude and complexity. This would result in
unnecessary project costs and delays.

PUBLIC OUTREACH/INTEREST

Reforms Work Plan. This memorandum will be posted on the City’s website for the December
18, 2007 Council agenda.

COORDINATION

This agreement and memo have been coordinated with the City Attorney’s Office, and the City
Manager’s Budget Office.

FISCAL/POLICY ALIGNMENT

No additional fiscal impact is anticipated due to the work incorporated by this amendment. This
project is consistent with the Council-approved Budget Strategy in that it will spur construction
spending in our local economy.
