Not in prison or on parole for a felony

Voter registration forms can be found at city halls, fire stations, post offices, public
libraries and most county government offices. Registration forms are also available
online at www.sccvote.org and at the Registrar of Voters’ Office, 1555 Berger Drive,
Building 2, San Jose.

Voters need to re-register only if they have changed their name or address, or would
like to change their political party affiliation. Voters can call (866) 430-VOTE [8683] for
guestions regarding their eligibility or registration.

Due to recent changes in federal law, voters must provide their California Driver's
License number, their California Identification Card number, or the last for digits of their
Social Security Number on their voter registration forms. Voters who do not include this
information may have to vote a provisional ballot.
