Subject: District 6 Redistricting

Dear Redistricting Commission:

We strongly oppose the proposal to transfer all residents south of Dry Creek (from Marques to Leigh) to
District 9. We have lived in this area for over 35 years both south and north of Dry Creek Rd. and have
always felt part of Willow Glen ( District 6) politically, socially and economically.

Any movement of this area to another district, would fracture the strong sense of community that
District 6 has built through its long history. If this area were to move to District 9, the residents’ social,
economic and spiritual values would still be aligned with District 6. One of the main guidelines of the
Redistricting Commission is to see that the integrity of the community is not compromised. As District 9
identifies itself as “Cambrian” and District 6 identifies itself as “Willow Glen”, moving part of this tightly
knit community into a new district with its own strong sense of identity would be in opposition to the
guidelines. We feel the Dry Creek area would not receive adequate representation by being merged
into District 9. We have lived in District 9 prior to our move to District 6 and as such know both districts
well.

We urge you not to carve up District 6 and instead consider the alternative proposal of adding the
Rubino Circle area to District 9. We feel this would be a viable option to your initial proposal
